• a review of at least three original composition works – sent beforehand to be examined 
by the exam board and an interview (online)  

• ear training and harmony – an online oral test 
• piano and sight reading – an online test

o analysis of a harmonic sequence 
o test of musical memory and imagination 
o sight singing 

• piano – a performance of two pieces (one polyphonic piece and one piece of candidate’s choice), 
sight reading – online

full-time 3-year BA studies 

Description 

The programme educates theoreticians for conducting scholarly research and teaching theoretical 

subjects. It also educates writers, lecturers and organisers of music life and provides preparation for 

editorial work in the press, radio and television. First-cycle studies prepare students for further 

education. 

Tests 

• harmony – an online oral test  
• ear training – an online oral test  
• forms and analysis of a music work – an online oral test  

 

Scope of material 

• harmony – an online oral test: practical test at the piano - implementation of harmony 
function marks, harmonization of melodies in soprano or bass, playing cadenzas and 
progressions; modulations, characteristic chords resolution, harmonization of major and 
minor (melodic) scales, harmonic analysis 

• ear training 
o test of musical memory and imagination 
o sight singing 

• forms and analysis of a music work – an oral test: checking the ability to analyse a short 
baroque, classical, romantic or 20th century work of music based on the score in piano 
notation.  General principles of structure of music forms, such as: polyphonic forms, sonata-
allegro, rondo, variations, cyclic forms, with reference to music literature.

Specialty: Composition with electronic, film and theatre music 

 
full-time 2-year MA studies 

Description 
It educates composers focused primarily on the composition and production of electronic, film and 
theatre music, with use of the newest technologies to create music and multimedia works as well 
as the implementation of computer tools in performance practice. 
 

Tests 
A review of at least three compositions without use of electronic media and three compositions 
with use of electronic media, including at least one independent composition and at least one 
composition for an audio-visual form – sent for prior review by the exam board – and an interview. 
The total duration of works involving electronic media should not exceed 20 minutes. 
Works with electronic media should be sent in the wav format (for audio-only works) and/or mp4 
(for audio-visual works).

Compositions together with their description (in the form of a pdf file) should be sent in digital form 
(e. g. as a link to wetransfer / dropbox, etc.) to the address: kompozycjiaiteoria@chopin.edu.pl by 
24 June 2021, 2 p.m., to be reviewed in advance by the exam board.

Description

subjects. It also educates feature writers, lecturers and organisers of music life and provides 
preparation for editorial work in the press, radio and television. 

Tests 
• theory of music – an oral test 
• history of music – an oral test 
• music culture – an oral test 
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Scope of material 
• theory of music – an oral test – knowledge of issues related to theory of music form and 

syntax, 
• history of music – an oral test – knowledge of issues related to processes and stylistic 

changes taking place in history of music with special attention to contemporary music, 
• music culture – an oral test – test of the candidate’s knowledge about current musical 

events with special attention to Polish contemporary music culture.
