Stage 1

« piano - a baroque polyphonic or polyphonizing piece; a classical form (to be chosen from
sonata-allegro, rondo or variations); a study (or a piece fulfilling the criteria of so-called
figurative melodics); a piece of candidate’s choice (from romanticism to the contemporary
era) - with an option of performing on any instrument (candidate provides the instrument
on his own), sight reading.
